Dear Athletic Organization Representatives: 

On Monday, April 26, 2004, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors adopted the 

FY 2005 Fairfax County budget. Included in that budget is the implementation of an 

Athletic Services Division Application Fee. The Board of Supervisors has directed staff 

from the Department of Community and Recreation Services (DCRS) to work with the 

Fairfax County Athletic Council (FCAC) to finalize the fee structure. The Board of 

Supervisors has been notified by County Executive Anthony H. Griffin that it is 

anticipated that the fee will not exceed $5.50 per participant. Tournament users and 

one-time users will be charged a separate fee. 
It is important to note that this fee will be assessed beginning with the Fall 2004 

scheduling seasons. The fee will be applied to all community athletic organizations that 

apply for and receive facility space (both fields and gyms) through DCRS. 

Organizations should plan their registration fees for their fall seasons 

accordingly. 
A subcommittee of the FCAC has been formed to address this issue. Over the next 

several weeks, this subcommittee will be meeting to develop the final fee structure along 

with the procedures for fee implementation. This subcommittee will present the final fee 

structure and implementation plan to the FCAC and the athletic community for review 

and comment at a special meeting to be held on Wednesday, May 12, 2004 at the 

Fairfax County Government Center (12000 Government Center Parkway, Fairfax, 

Virginia 22035), conference rooms 4 & 5 at 7:00 p.m. You are welcome to attend.
